We have people with disabilities
telling the sector what the code of conduct means to them, what makes them feel safe,
and declaring their expectations of their services.

The completion of this module is a compulsory requirement for working in the disability
sector.

Completion of the module will take approximately 90 minutes. You can save, exit and
return to the module at any time. Once completed, you will receive a certificate of
completion to print and provide a copy of to your employer.
The program is made up of four modules:

1. Understanding the NDIS

2. The NDIS ‘Quality and Safeguards Commission

3. The NDIS Code of Conduct: Your responsibilities

4. The NDIS and You: Delivering Quality Services

This is a compulsory certificate for working
anywhere in the disability sector

application for employment.
